Status Protects and promotes the proper use of Hawaii's best agricultural

lands by requiring conditions of approval for subdivisions of

agricultural land into smaller lots and farm dwellings, thereby ensuring

meaningful agricultural use.

HB 791 RELATING TO COUNTIES. HUS, WLO
HSCR200 Renders void as against public policy any county ordinance that
Status prohibits a group living facility for the elderly and persons with

disabilities from being located within any specified distance from
another group living facility.
