Senate Concurrent Resolution I 73/Senate Resolution 120 requests the Department of Land and 
Natural Resources (Department), the Department of Hawaiian Home Lands (DHHL), and the 
Kauai Police Department to enter into a memorandum of understanding (MOU) regarding the 
enforcement of state laws and county ordinances at Anahola and Aliomanu Beach area and that 
the Department submit an executed copy of the MOU and a written report of findings and 
recommendations, including any necessary proposed legislation, to the Legislature no later than 
20 days prior to the convening of the Regular Session of201 0, While the Department 
acknowledges the intent ofthese resolutions, the Department however does not feel it is the 
appropriate agency to be submitting an executed copy of the MOU and a written report of 
findings and recommendations, including any necessary proposed legislation, to the Legislature, 
as the frequent nuisance activities taking place on the Beach area are not under its jurisdiction, 

The Department notes that it has, along with the Kauai Police Department, assisted DHHL in the 
past, to conduct patrols and law enforcement on their properties when our resources allowed us 
to. 
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Comments: 
Testimony submitted in support of SCR 173 

Kauai's Anahola and Aliomanu beach areas fall through the cracks for proper enforcement of 
Hawaii laws and regulations with risks to the public's and natural environment's safety and 
health the result. Measure SCR 173 is designed to help alleviate those concerns. 

There have been numerous instances of incidents where laws have been ignored and people have 
been subjected to harm. One island resident while resting on the beach we struck by an off­
road vehicle and drug for forty or more feet resulting in broken bones and other injuries. 

Briefly the types of problems, which occur in the Anahola and Aliomanu beach areas, are: 

Vehicular traffic (often fast!) by 4X4 vehicles, motorcycles, ATV, etc. 

Illegal beach bonfires (which often smolder days generating dangerous smoke downwind 

Illegal camping, sometimes for long periods - there are no sanitation facilities - on and 
adjacent to the beaches on property owned by state agencies 

Loud boom boxes, noisy gathering nuisances and sometimes fighting 

Drug dealing in certain out-of-the-way places in the beach area 

Speedboats in the Anahola Stream which is a no-wake marine estuary 

Illegal dumping and littering 

At present the way the beach areas are owned or administered by DNLR (wet sand areas only) 
and DHHL (dry sand areas and other places adjacent). 

DLNR has no authority to enforce on DHHL land. They can only enforce on the wet sand areas 
where few of the above problems occur. 

DHHL has no enforcement staff permanently on Kauai so they cannot enforce the problems cited 
above when they occur. 
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The problems have increased dramatically in recent years due to Kauai's growth. The number of 
four wheeled and other off-road vehicles has increased dramatically compared to historical 
numbers. Moreover, virtually all of the other beaches on Kauai now prohibit traffic and have 
easier access for police monitoring. Conversely, the Anahola and Aliomanu beach areas have 
much more limited visibility and difficult access for Kauai Police enforcement, plus the 
police do not have sand capable vehicles. 

In the past local DLNR officials have indicated they would provide enforcement for the 
subject beach areas if a 'memo of understanding' between them and DHHL were instituted. This 
seems to be a workable solution and therefore the majority of my neighbors and my family 
support this measure, which will bring lawfulness back to our beach and residential areas 
here.
