Senate Concurrent Resolution 119 and Senate Resolution 78 recognize the importance of
bicycling, encourage Hawaii residents to ride bicycles for transportation as well as recreation,
and urge the Hawaii Department of Transportation to embrace “complete streets” policies.

The Department supports the intent of these resolutions. The DOT and the Federal Highway
Administration to plan and design state highways to safely accommodate pedestrians, bicyclists,
and public bus stops except on interstate freeways where such activities are prohibited. A
“complete streets” approach is already being incorporated into our land transportation planning
program updates that include significant stakeholder involvement.

Dear senators:

I support these bills and think it is a good thing to alternative trasnsportation. The other more important
is walkways for pedestrians that would walk to different parts of the island as I have in the past. Today,
O'ahu is not pedestrian friendly nor bicyclist friendly and over concern for automotive vehicles. There are
those not dependent on vehicles and must commute by foot or bicycle. Please take the time to insure
there are walkways for pedestrians to walk around the island and bikeways for the cyclists. Even those
whose vehicles breakdown on the highways must take risks in walking for help; so walkways are more
important that roads and highways for vehicles.

Decades ago, I had to walk from Waialae Ave. to Wahiawa Heights; today, it would nearly be impossible
to do it safely. I also had to walk from downtown Honolulu to Waipahu and again it's hazardous for the
pedestrian. A few years ago I was forced to walk from the Airport in early morning when no buses ran, to
Pearl City. That was a revelation that the state never thought about the pedestrians or cyclists. It would
be a good step to implement the needs of people that cycle or walk to places around the islands from
whatever point to another.
