BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII: 

SECTION 1. The long term care commission, established by 

Act 224, Session Laws of Hawaii 2008, has reported that it is 

unable to meet its reporting deadlines to the legislature of 

February 28, 2010 and September 30, 2010, due to a lack of 

funding. 

November 30, 2010. The appropriation of $100,000 for the 

commission was not released by the governor. However, the long 

term care commission has arranged to receive alternate funding 

of $205,000 from private pledges and has adopted a work plan 

under which interim and final reports are expected to be 

completed for submission to the legislature in time for the 2011 

and 2012 regular sessions, respectively. 

The long term care commission is set to expire on 

The purpose of this Act is to extend the sunset of the long 

term care commission and its reporting deadlines to the 

legislature. 

SECTION 2. Act 224, Session Laws of Hawaii 2008, is 

amended by amending section 4 as follows:
