(2) Observe the "Decade of Aloha" by implementing
appropriate programs and activities that promote the
awareness of native Hawaiian culture and encourage and
practice of a pedagogy of aloha in public schools
statewide.

Hawaiian Civic Clubs, Kai Makana Foundation, Na Lei Naauao Native
Hawaiian Charter School Alliance, and several concerned
individuals testified in support of this measure.
