Your Committee on Water, Land, & Ocean Resources, to which
was referred H.C.R. No. 292 entitled:

"HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION REQUESTING A REPORT AND
SUPPORTING DOCUMENTATION FOR THE TRANSFER OF THE MAUNA KEA
STATE RECREATION AREA AND THE HAPUNA BEACH STATE RECREATION
AREA TO THE COUNTY OF HAWAII,"

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this concurrent resolution is to more
efficiently and effectively maintain state recreation areas by
requesting that the Department of Land and Natural Resources
(DLNR) and the County of Hawaii to provide a report and supporting
documentation for the transfer of the Mauna Kea State Recreation
Area and the Hupuna Beach State Recreation Area to the County of
Hawaii.

The Hawaii county Office of the Mayor supported this
concurrent resolution with amendments. DLNR provided comments.

Your Committee has amended this concurrent resolution by:

(1) Requesting DLNR and Hawaii County to enter into an
agreement to transfer title and responsibility for Mauna
Kea State Recreation Area and Hapuna Beach State
Recreation area, rather than providing a report and
supporting documentation;

(2) Requesting Hawaii County to provide a report to the

Legislature including the progress of the transfer, a
resource management plan, and the financial and
administrative resources Hawaii County will provide for
the operation and management of the recreational areas;

(3) Changing the title to read: "REQUESTING THE DEPARTMENT
OF LAND AND NATURAL RESOURCES TO ENTER INTO AN AGREEMENT
TO TRANSFER THE MAUNA KEA STATE RECREATION AREA AND THE
HAPUNA BEACH STATE RECREATION AREA TO THE COUNTY OF
HAWAII"; and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Water, Land, & Ocean Resources that is attached to
this report, your Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of
H.C.R. No. 292, as amended herein, and recommends that it be
referred to the Committee on Finance in the form attached hereto
as H.C.R. No. 292, H.D. 1.
