begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this concurrent resolution is to urge the
United States Department of Health and Human Services (USDHHS) and
State Department of Health (DOH}, in a coordinated effort with
Department of Agriculture (DOA}, to ascertain the safety of
repasteurized, unrefrigerated milk shipped to Hawaii from the
mainland.

Several concerned individuals testified in support of this
concurrent resolution. DOH and the Hawaii Farm Bureau Federation
opposed this measure. DOA provided comments.

Your Committee has amended thig concurrent resolution by:

(1) Clarifying that the study reporting premature spoilage
of milk was conducted by UH rather than DOA; and

(2) Requesting that USDHHS and DOH include a determination
about safety risks and possible changes to the labeling
and shipping process.
