The purpose of this measure is to provide boards of directors
with the same authority that apartment owners have under existing
law to install or allow the installation of solar or wind energy
devices on the common elements of condominiums under appropriate
circumstances.

Testimony in support of this measure was submitted by two
private organizations and one individual. Testimony in support of
the intent of this measure was submitted by one private
organization. Written testimony presented to the Committee may be
reviewed on the Legislature's website.

Your Committee finds that this measure capitalizes on an
opportunity to further reduce the State's dependence on fossil
fuels by facilitating the installation of renewable energy devices
in certain areas of condominiums.
