The purpose of this measure is to prohibit counties from
enacting fireworks ordinances that are less restrictive than state
law.

Your Committee received testimony in support of this measure
from the State Fire Council; Honolulu Fire Department; Kaual Fire
Department; and American Lung Association. Comments were received
from the Legislative Information Services of Hawaii. Written
testimony presented to the Committee may be reviewed on the
Legislature's website.

Current law prohibits counties from enacting fireworks
ordinances that are more restrictive than state law. The intent
of this measure is to remove that prohibition, clarifying that
counties may enact ordinances that are more restrictive than state
law.
