The scope of work detailed in the legislation, as well as the interim report deadline of
January 2011, will require a consultant to be hired at premium pay. A balipark estimate for the
consultant is $500,000. This is too much to commit to in these lean economic times. The
proposed Maui Island Plan currently calls for a "rail corridor study” to be completed by the year
2015. This will allow the cost to be spread out over several years.
