The Department of Transportation strongly supports this bill, proposed by the Administration, as 
we believe it will better inform the driving public about the differences among the licensing 
categories. The bill clarifies how category four vehicles are different from commercial motor 
vehicles and will bring greater clarity and consistency with federal regulations regarding 
commercial driver's licenses and other types of driver's licenses. 

The intent of this bill is to clarify that category four motor vehicles do not include commercial 
motor vehicles as defined in section 286-2, HRS. Operators of category four motor vehicles are 
not required to hold a commercial driver's license (CDL) and are not subject to the federal 
disqualifications that apply to the holder of a CDL or operator of a commercial motor vehicle.
