We are writing in support of SB 2770 SD1 which amends to the definitions of remote dispensing machine
and remote dispensing pharmacy permitting the implementation of Act 96-2009. In 2009 the legislature
passed and the governor sighed Act 96 which was SB 585 making amendments to the remote dispensing
law to permit remote dispensing in remote areas and by HMO's in their own facilities.

This bill simply clarifies definitions to make them consistent with the intent of Act 96.
