As this bill addresses the program of school impact fees, paid by residential developments, we
believe this bill should be amended to provide for a “charter school option” whereby a
residential developer could enter into an agreement with an existing charter school or one
in the process of starting, to provide the facilities for that charter school in lieu of the
school impact fees.

We support providing facility support for public charter schools. States with policies in place
supporting equitable funding for all public school students are at greater competitive advantage
to qualify for RTT and other federal grant programs.
