The proposed S.B. No. 2878 new language to 
H.R.S. § 607-18 conflicts with existing Circuit Court orders and 
policies, and will create e}tcessive trustee fees in trusts where 
trustees perform minimal services. The current fee system, 
which allows the Probate Court to determine "reasonable" fees, 
is fairer and should not be disturbed. 

The proposed language in S.B. No. 2878 is unnecessary 
and imposes a mandatory fee formula which will block Court 
supervision of trustee fees. The fact is most settlors assume 
their Trust document pro"'itisions stating a "reasonable" fee means 
reasonableness applies, not a mandatory commission schedule 
which has no relationship to the services provided.
