Senate Bill 898 SD2 strengthens the provisions of HRS Chapter 128 by clarifying that
any compensation received by owners or operators of transient lodging facilities
(hotels), hospitals, care homes, healthcare agencies of any type, and educational
institutions from guests, patients, residents, and students under their care is not |
considered compensation for the purposes of section 128-19.

Your support of Senate Bill 898 SD2 will provide health care facilities and private
education institutions the opportunity to be designated as private emergency shelters by
the Director of Civil Defense. Where appropriate, the designation will provide the
ownhers or operators of these facilities immunity from liability. For this fo occur, section

128-19 requires that private shelter be made available without compensation. -
