Thank you for the opportunity to testify in support of Senate Concurrent Resolution 167,
requesting the Center for Nursing to evaluate the need and resources required to
establish a continuing education program for nurses.

This measure requires the Hawaii State Center for Nursing convene a joint advisory
committee composed of the representatives from Hawaii Nursing schools, nursing and
healthcare organizations, Hawaii State government agencies and employers. The
advisory group is charged with assisting the Center in studying many complex issues
related to continuing education prior to the convening of the Regular Session of 2012.

The center supports the intent of the resolution but respectfully recommends that:
¢ the center review the studies done by the National Council of State
Boards of Nursing which address items (3) and (4) on page 2.

¢ the Center be allowed to submit an interim progress report in 2012;

e the committee not be dissolved June 30, 2012, but remain in existence
until the study is completed;

o the final deadline not be specified until after the Center’s interim
progress report is submitted with its recommendations.

¢ the removal of a representative from the National Council of State
Boards of Nursing from the joint advisory committee
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e add a representative of the Hawaii Board of Nursing to the advisory
committee

That in accordance with the Center’s request, the final deadline
not be specified until after the Center’s interim progress report is
submitted with its recommendations.

The Healthcare Association of Hawaii represents its member organizations that span the entire
spectrum of health care, including all acute care hospitals, as well as long term care facilities,
home care agencies, and hospices. Thank you for this opportunity to testify in support of

SCR 167, which requests that the Center for Nursing study the feasibility of establishing a
continuing education requirement for nursing license renewals.

The State Legislature enacted Act 198, Session Laws of Hawaii 2003, creating the Center for
Nursing to help ensure the quality of health care for the people of Hawaii by proactively
addressing issues related to the nursing workforce. Among its many accomplishments, the
Center for Nursing has developed statistics that help provide a clear picture of nursing and the
factors that affect it, along with a strategic plan for the nursing workforce in Hawaii.

Professionals in many other fields are required to have regular continuing education, but nurses
in Hawaii are not required to submit proof of having completed continuing education to renew
their licenses. The only exception is for advanced practice registered nurses with prescriptive
authority.

There are questions of whether mandating continuing education for ali nurses would result in
benefits to consumers and whether these benefits would be worth the cost. The resolution
under consideration is intended to gather information relevant {o these questions.

The Center for Nursing is the most appropriate agency to perform the study because it has the
necessary experience and expertise. The resolution calls for the Center for Nursing to convene
an advisory committee with representation from all of the relevant stakeholders to assist with
that effort. The Healthcare Association of Hawaii is named as a member of the advisory
committee, and would be glad to provide perspectives from its various member organizations.

For the foregoing reasons, the Healthcare Association of Hawaii supports SCR 167.
