Chair 1ge and committee members, thank you for this opportunity to provide 
testimony on SCR 210 establishing a Hawaii all-payer health claims database adviso!)' 
committee, 

Kaiser Permanente Hawaii supports this resolution . 
We opposed the bill heard earli er this session because as drafted it is not possible for us 

to comply with it. Because Kaiser Pennanente Hawaii is an integrated health care delivery 
system, we do not generate billing claims like a typical insurer. These claims are the basis for 
All Payer Claims Database reporting. We provide services in the same way other hospitals and 
clinics do in Hawaii . The claims model therefore doesn't work for our system. 

Following earlier bearings we sought information regarding how Kaiser Pennanente 
programs in other states have participated with this k.ind of database looking for a model we 
could use. We cannot find any states that have included an integrated health care delivery 
system such as ours. With this committee we will have an opportunity to consider how this 
might be accomplished and create something new since existing models will likely not work. 

Therefore we believe it is a good idea to create an advisory committee as proposed to 
work with the stakeholder to develop a database system that accurately reflects health care in 
Hawaii. Thank you for your consideration.
