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My name is Art Frank from the Waianae Coast and I have been deaf for thirty-two 
(32) years. I have been very active in the deaf community for over 30 years and as 
long as I can remember we have always had problems of not enough Sign 

Language Interpreters in Hawaii to support the needs of our deaf community. If it 
wasn't for the many Sign Language Interpreters who move to Hawaii from the 
mainland permanently or for a few years, our deaf community would be worse off 
than we are today. 

Consequently, I definitely support SCR 11 & SR 21 because I want to know what 
exactly is our problem here in Hawaii, and what exactly can we do about it. As a 
deaf consumer I would appreciate your support of both SCR 11 and SR 21,
