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The Department of Public Safety (PSD) thanks the legislature for their interest

Correctional Facilities. 

In all jail and prison facilities across the country, security of those 

incarcerated, the staff, visitors, and the public must be paramount in decisions 

related to access to the facility, the operations of programs, etc. In the case of the 

restorative circles, PSD supports the intent of the restorative circles process and 

has had several discussions with those that conduct the restorative circles process 

as the Department believes the circles should be held in the least restrictive 

environment possible, which we believe may facilitate a more productive process 

for all involved. PSD previously provided this recommendation along with some 

serious concerns in writing to those the conduct the restorative circles process. 
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In addition, due to several events that have occurred during the restorative 

circles process at the Waiawa Correctional Facility, restorative circles have been 

halted at that facility while an investigation is completed. The issues of concern 

are various and directly affect the state with respect to liability and the security of 

the facility with respect to attempts to introduce contraband into the facility by circle 

participants. However, restorative circles continue to be provided at the Women's 

Community Correctional Facility in Kailua. 

PSD will continue to work with those that conduct the restorative circles 

process in the hopes of having the circles provided in the community where 

introduction of contraband into the facilities is not an issue.

The 
Chair of IIPA even testified that he saw the trans formative effect that this p rocess had on 
individuals who came before the board . 

The Iluikahi Restorative Circles prog'ram has garnered international acclaim from renowned 
researchers and crim ino logists as cited in the resolution. 

Iluikahi Restorative Circles is a reentry strategy that assists an individual with reintegration 
,lIld promotes unders tanding and trust. Inherent in the process is accountability. Before an 
individual ca n rL'<Jues t a circle, she/he must take respons ibility for U,e harms done and have a 
strong desi re to make amends and reconcile with those harmed . 

A Ju ly 200.J press release from the University of Cambridge in England cited several studies 
Umt found that restorative practices have reduced recidivism and crime by 27%. 



The report ciles seven ex periments. The experiments compared almost 400 cases where 
offenders had attended restorative justice conferences to some 400 cases whNe they had not. 
During the conferences offenders listened to victims describe the harm the crimes had caused . 
Each conference IClsted from one to three hours, often in prison settings. Victims found the 
process he lpful and positive, w hile some offenders have described the meetings as 
~ traumati('~, as well as Iife-changing.

There are waiting lists for individuals 
wanting to make amends to those they have harmed .

I STRONGLY SU PPORT this measu re requesting lhat the Department of Publi c Safety (r SD) facilitate 
the delivery of Il uikahi Restorative Circles, which our research shows is ,Ill evidence-based intervention 
thaI increases healing and reduces criminal behavior. 

Smce 2005. a tola l 280 people ha ve participated in Huikahi Resloralivc C ircles held for 52 incarccmlcd 
people, and 100% of these people report that the Circles are positi ve. These participants include PSD 
staff who attend cach Circle. PSD stafT partici pation is vital. [t hclps improve pri son manage ment by 
demonstrating strength and goal-based learning approaches. and having Circles early in the incarceration 
period helps people build a support system \0 assist them in becoming law abiding citizens. 

Participant satisfaction with the Circles remains positive even when, as has happened in scveral cases, the 
II1 carccratcd person re-offends o r violates parole, and is re-i ncarcerated . All people contacted who h:Ld a 
Circle and whose loved onc was ba ck in prison. stated the process was beneficial and helped them heal 
from the tt:.tuma that crime and prison inO ic!. " I hope other famili es can have Circles lao," said the 
mother ofa man who was re-inca rcerated several years after participating in a C ircle. 

No t only do the Ci rcles increase healing for people harmed by incarceration and crime, but they also 
reduce rec id iv ism more than prison. The reci divism rate for the 23 people who had Ci rcles and have been 
out of pri son for two years or more is 30%. This is significantly lower than the overall state recidivism 
mte of 55% aHcr three years. Satisfaction and recidivism rates resulting fro m the Circles are consistent 
with worldwide research supporting restorative interventions and establish ing them as ev idence-based 
practices. 

Highl y respected correction s experts, John Braithwaite from Australia and Shadd Manilla from Ireland . 
endorse Huikahi Ci rcles and believe this program is one of the world 's most innovative and effective 
rehabi litation strategies, 

To date 140 people, who eac h look responsibili ty for their wrongdoing ilnd wished to make things right 
with thei r victims, and make plans for posit ive future lives, have applied tor Circles. yet 63% ofthcm 
have been denied a Circle . This failure is mainly the result of some s tate emp loyees who do not 
understand the program's nature or do not accept their responsibil ities to keep prisons safe and secure. 

Please support this resolution and support evidence-based interventions. As a former deputy attorney 
general who represented state agencies including PSD; defended people charged with crimes; and 
presently applies publi c health approaches to just ice problems, I support the Huikahi Circle process and 
restorative interventions. Pl ease sec my website for current publications on my research and for futher 
review of my experiences and work.

l'laving the opportunity to receive training and participate in several circles. it is clear to me thaI 
Huikahi Restorative Circles arc fulfilling a need the community is severely lacking, namely. an 
opportunity to heal and move forward. The solution focused nature of the Huikahi Restorative 
Circles allow people to create goals for the future and build support in achieving those goals. For 
inmates inlhe Hawai'i State Prisons it is evident that the circles will help them do "good time" 
while inside in addition to helping their transition back into their communities. 

While I have been here in Hawai'i. I have learned about Hawaiian culture through Huikahi 
Restorative Circles. Unlike other areas of the United States, the sense of community in Hawai'i is 
palpable, TIlose who have loved ones who arc incarcernted arc waiting for them to come back to 
the community and will welcome them with open arms. However, these individuals face many 
challenges including obtaining employment, after-care for drug treatment, and re-building bonds 
that have been strained by their incarceration. All of lhese challenges arc addressed in the Circle. 
However. a lack of funding. has limited the program's abi lity to provide follow-up circles, a 
crucial aspect of the program. 

I urge you to support this resolution as it is merely asking for the Department of Public Safety to 
help the highly successful Huikahi Restorative Circle program continue and grow. To be clear, 
there is no line item attached to this request.
