 “Mr. President, your committee has examined the experience 
and education of the nominee and finds him to be 
well-qualified to serve as the Director of Budget and Finance.  
He earned his Bachelor of Arts in American History and his 
Masters of Business Administration from the University of 
Hawai‘i at Mānoa. He received overwhelming testimony in 
support of his nomination. Your committee finds that the 
exemplary comments received on his behalf and his experience 
for six years as the Director of Finance for Maui County, and 
extensive and impressive professional background in 
management and finance with Kamehameha Schools, 
Mr. Young has excelled in recent months as the interim 
Director of Finance during which time he has created 
short-term and long-term strategies for addressing the 
budgetary challenges faced by Hawai‘i.   
 

 “Mr. Young, in his previous role as Director of Finance for 
Maui County, has demonstrated and accomplished much that 
encourages his confirmation at Department of Budget and 
Finance. For Maui County, he increased the general fund 
carryover saving balances for each of the years that he served.  
He established the funding strategy to address Maui County’s 
unfunded liability for the non-pension retirement benefits. He 
developed property tax policy that reduced the county real 
property tax from the fiscal years 2004 through 2009. And 
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finally, he structured the county bond transactions to refund 
debt and take advantage of federal stimulus financing. Each and 
every one of these accomplishments at the county level would 
serve us well at the state level.   
 

 “Those testifying offered many exemplary comments on his 
behalf. Former Mayor Charmaine Tavares testified, ‘He is 
keenly aware of the responsibility of using taxpayer funds to 
operate government.’ Others testified that Mr. Young will 
provide a balanced approach to address the state’s fiscal 
requirements and the steady and wise leadership needed during 
these challenging times.

For these and many other reasons, Mr. President, I encourage 
all my colleagues to vote in support of this nomination. Thank 
you.” 
 

 Senator Baker rose in support of the nominee as follows: 
 

 “I, too, rise in support of this nominee, and appreciate the 
words of our Ways and Means Chair and would echo them.  
You know, Maui County is blessed with some excellent public 
servants, and Kalbert Young, who served as finance director for 
the County of Maui, certainly exemplifies one. We’re so lucky 
to have him offer his services to the State and to have his name 
be put forward by the Governor for the State of Hawai‘i. I’m 
pleased to rise in support.” 
 

 The motion was put by the Chair and carried on the 
following showing of Ayes and Noes: 
 

 Ayes, 24.  Noes, none.  Excused, 1 (Kouchi). 
 

 At this time, Senator Ige introduced Director Young, who 
was accompanied by his wife Cindy and other supporters who 
were seated in the gallery. 
 

Stand. Com. Rep. No. 160 (Gov. Msg. No. 519): 
 

 Senator Ige moved that Stand. Com. Rep. No. 160 be 
received and placed on file, seconded by Senator Kidani and 
carried. 
 

 Senator Ige then moved that the Senate advise and consent to 
the nomination of FREDERICK D. PABLO as the Director, 
Department of Taxation, term to expire December 1, 2014, 
seconded by Senator Kidani. 
 

 Senator Ige rose in support of the nominee as follows: 
 

 “Mr. Pablo received a Bachelor of Business Administration 
degree and a Master of Business Administration degree from 
the University of Hawai‘i at Mānoa. He is a certified public 
accountant and has accumulated approximately 40 years of 
experience in taxation and finance. More importantly, his 
experience runs the whole gamut from county to state to federal 
to international experience in tax and finance. Mr. Pablo is 
well-respected for his knowledge of taxation, as well as his 
management ability. Your committee finds that Mr. Pablo has 
acquired considerable tax experience in serving in international, 
local, and state capacities, and I strongly encourage everyone to 
confirm his nomination. Thank you.” 
 

 Senator Baker rose in support of the nominee as follows: 
 

 “It’s so refreshing to have someone like Mr. Pablo as the 
head of taxation. Not only is he responsive and quick to address 
the concerns that legislators have when he comes before them 
to testify, but I’m convinced with his background and expertise, 
we’re finally going to get the Department of Taxation into this 

new technological age and out of all of the paper that 
accumulates and delays the deposit of checks. With electronic 
filing and processing, the Department of Taxation can ensure 
that receipts will be deposited in a timely manner to the benefit 
of the state’s coffers and not stay in a taxpayer’s personal bank 
account because of the delay in deposits. So, I’m delighted that 
another outstanding public servant from Maui County is being 
offered for state service. And good luck, Mr. Pablo. We need 
you to succeed in all that you do, and I know you will. Thank 
you, Mr. President.” 
 

 The motion was put by the Chair and carried on the 
following showing of Ayes and Noes: 
 

 Ayes, 24.  Noes, none.  Excused, 1 (Kouchi). 
 

 At this time, Senator Ige introduced Director Pablo, who was 
accompanied by his wife Louise Braun and other supporters 
who were seated in the gallery. 
 

 At 11:50 a.m., the Senate stood in recess subject to the call 
of the Chair. 
 

 The Senate reconvened at 11:55 a.m. 
 

 Senator Hee rose on a point of personal privilege and said: 
 

 “Members, we are about to take up the matter on final 
reading on civil unions. I want to explain through this means 
that it was my hope that we would vote on this bill today.  
However, I am recommending that this matter be deferred for 
24 hours, and let me explain.   
 

 “By way of explanation, let me thank all of those who have 
testified on this measure, both as advocates and opponents of 
this measure. It is a living reminder of how important this 
legislation is and of what an impact it would have for the State 
of Hawai‘i and decision makers. I want to acknowledge that the 
lead editorial, properly, in my mind, framed the bill before us.  
It is a matter of equality and equity. However, as part of the 
importance of this measure, I received as the Chairman of the 
Committee on Judiciary and Labor a call from a lawyer late in 
the evening last night, who requested that in an abundance of 
caution, because of the importance of this legislation, that the 
Senate consider a 24-hour delay to minimize any question of 
whether the bill had, in fact, sat on the clerk’s desk for 48 
hours. I am eminently confident that the Senate has met every 
legal requirement on this measure. However, having said that, I 
believe that it is the prudent and reasonable alternative to allow 
this bill to sit another 24 hours. 
 

 “We are early in the session. This is not something that 
needs to be moved without delay. I want to apologize for those 
who may have joined us in support or in opposition. However, 
it is my recommendation as chair, based on the circumstances 
that this measure is so important, that it is prudent and 
reasonable to wait another 24 hours; and then I am more than 
happy and prepared to defend the merits of the bill tomorrow.  
Thank you, Mr. President.”
