In order to support this movement both farmers and ranchers needs to be able to sell their 
products to markets that at one time purchased the majority oftheir products from 
distributors brining in product from out of state. In order to create a growing local market 
which will support small business, we need to open up as many potential markets as 
possible and allow local agriculture production the time needed to gear up to this 
expanding market. 

It would be of great benefit to Hawaii's farmers and ranchers that the chief procurement 
officers in the state become one ofthese markets by purchasing more locally grown 
products within the State system.
