A BILL FOR AN ACT
RELATING TO CAPITAL IMPROVEMENT PROJECTS FOR THE BENEFIT OF THE

FIFTY-FIRST REPRESENTATIVE DISTRICT.

BE IT ENACTED BY THE LEGISLATURE OF THE STATE OF HAWAII:

1 SECTION 1. The following sums, or so much thereof as shall

2 be sufficient to finance the projects listed in this Act, are

3 hereby appropriated out of the general revenues of the State of

4 Hawaii for fiscal year 2012—2013.

9 resurfacing, restriping, and replacement of posts and

7 Olomana Golf Course driveway. Includes relocation of

8 utility poles; the cost of potential conflicts with

9 underground water lines; driveway construction; and

10 installation of a drainage system, curbs, and gutters.

14 4. To be expended by the department of accounting and

15 general services:

16 A. Waimanalo Construction Coalition, Oahu

17 Plans, design, and construction of a baseyard for

18 heavy machinery.

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1 5. To be expended by the department of land and natural

2 resources:

3 A. Clean up and restoration of Enchanted Lake and

4 Kaelepulu Stream.

6 SECTION 2. The sums appropriated for the respective

7 capital projects set forth in section 1 shall be expended by the

8 designated expending agencies for the purposes of this Act.

9 SECTION 3. This Act shall take effect on July 1, 2012.
