The purpose of this measure is to grant telecommunications
carriers greater flexibility by specifying that basic exchange
gservices are the only tvpe of retail intrastate services for which
a telecommunicatlons carrier would need to obtain the approval of
the Public Utilities Commission before the carrier can charge a
rate higher than the one filed in the carrier's tariff for that
service,

Hawaiian Telcom supported this measure. The Division of
Consumer Advocacy opposed this measure. The Public Utilities
Commission submitted comments.

Your Committee has amended this measure by adding definitions
for "basic exchange service", "dial tone", "single-line", and
"touch-tone dialing". Technical, nonsubstantive amendments were
also made for purposes of consistency and clarity.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
