"A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO LIQUCR,"
begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of thig measure is to support the local
manufacture of liquor by allowing holders of Class 1 manufacturer
ligquor licenses to sell in any gquantity for private use and
consumption other specified liguor made from fruits or other
products grown in Hawaii.

Maui Brewing Co. and Island Distillers, Inc., supported this
bill with amendments. The Ligquor Commission of the City and
County of Honolulu and a concerned individual submitted comments.

After careful consideration, your Committee has amended this
bill by:

(1) Allowing for the sale in any quantity of beer; wine,
whether or not manufactured from grapes or other fruits
grown in Hawaii; and other specified liquor, whether or
not manufactured from fruits or other products grown in
Hawaii, that are manufactured or distilled in Hawaii:

(A} At wholesale in original packages to any person who
holds a license to resell it; and
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(B) To any person for private use and consumption;

(2) Changing its effective date to January 1, 3000, to
encourage further discussion; and

(3) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for purposes
of clarity, congistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Consumer Protection & Commerce that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 1925, as amended herein, and recommends that
it pass Third Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No.
1925, H.D. 1.
