The purpose of this measure is to specify the rate of
reimbursement by Medicaid and its contracted health plans to
hospitals for patients occupying acute-licensed beds who are
waitlisted for long-term care and to facilities with long-term
care beds for patients with medically-complex conditions who prior
to admission to the facility were receiving acute care services in
an acute care hospital.
