Your Committees on Public Safety & Military Affairs and
Health, to which was referred H.B. No. 1963 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO MEDICAL USE OF MARIJUANA,

beg leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to update the law relating to
the medical use of marijuana by:

(1) Requiring the Department of Health to submit a report to
the Legislature, including draft legislation, on
recommendations to the list of authorized debilitating
medical conditions;

(2) Requiring a separate registration at each principal
place of business where the applicant recommends medical
marijuana;

(3) Clarifying definitions with respect to the medical use
of marijuana;

(4) Establishing a suspension period for those who violate
medical marijuana program conditions;

(5) Limiting the amount of marijuana that can be possessed
at a location; and
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(6) Increasing the penalties for fraudulent
misrepresentations about the~m~dical’ use of marijuana.

The Department of Public Safety, Honolulu Police Department,
Coalition for a Drug-Free Hawaii, and numerous individuals
testified in support of the measure. The Department of the
Attorney General, County of Maui Department of the Prosecuting
Attorney, the Maui Police Department, and the Hawaii Police
Department testified in support of the measure, with amendments.
The Department of Health and the Hawaii County Office of the
Prosecuting Attorney testified in support of the intent of the
measure. The Drug Policy Forum of Hawaii, Community Alliance on
Prisons, American Civil Liberties Union of Hawaii, Big Island
Chapter of Americans for Safe Access, Hawaii Medical Association,
and numerous individuals commented on the measure.

Your Committees have amended this measure by:

(1) Requiring a person who recommends the medical use of
marijuana to obtain a registration issued by the
Department of Public Safety;

(2) Prohibiting a qualifying patient or caregiver from
maintaining or possessing marijuana plants or usable
marijuana at a particular address or property with other
patients or caregivers, under certain conditions;

(3) Clarifying the definition of “debilitating medical
condition”; and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees, on Public Safety & Military Affairs and Health that are
attached to this report, your Committees are in accord with the
intent and purpose of H.B. No. 1963, as amended herein, and
recommend that it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto
as H.B. No. 1963, H.D. 1, and be referred to the Committee on
Judiciary.
