The purpose of this measure is to appropriate funds for
various rehabilitation, reentry, job skill, and other support
programs and services under the Department of Public Safety and
the counties for incarcerated persons and their families.

The State Representative of District 4, Community Alliance on
Prisons, Hawaii Friends of Justice & Civic Education, and two
individuals testified in support of this measure. The Department
of Public Safety testified in support of the intent of this
measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Adding an appropriation for the No Looking Back Program
by the Golden Castle Foundation to assist incarcerated
men transition back into the community;

(2) Deleting the amocunts in each appropriation;

(3) Clarifying the proper expending agency for an
appropriation;
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(4) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2030, to
encourage continued discussion; and

{5) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Public Safety & Military Affairs that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 2063, as amended herein, and recommends that
it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No.
