The purpose of this measure is to require Medicaid home and
community-based waiver programs to allow family members hired and
directed by the waiver program individual to provide specific
approved in-home care services to the individual.

The Department of Human Services opposed the measure. The Ohana
Health Plan offered comments on the measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Adding a severability clause;

(2) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2050, to
facilitate continued discussion of the matter;

(3) Sunsetting the measure on July 1, 2015; and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.
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As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Human Services and Health that are attached to this
report, your Committees are in accord with the intent and purpose
of H.B. No. 2189, as amended herein, and recommend that it pass
Second Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2189, H.D.
