Your Committee also respectfully asks
the proponents to report to the Committee on Finance the total
costs to the State relating to the Children and Youth Day and the
Children and Youth Summit, including operatilonal expenses at the
State Capitol, security, and other State expenses.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Adding the Children and Youth Summit to the celebration
authorized to be held on the State Capitol grounds; and
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(2) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2050, to promote
further discussion.
