(4) Deleting similar language that gave the counties the
authority under chapter 46, Hawaii Revised Statutes, to
amend the Hawali State Building Code;

(5) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2030, to promote
further discussion; and

{6} Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for style,
clarity, and consistency.
