Your Committee on Human Services, to which was referred H.B.
No. 2426 entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO CHILD VISITATION,

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to clarify the factors
including a child’s best interest and the wishes of the child’s
parents that a court shall consider in awarding grandparents’
visitation rights with respect to a minor grandchild.

A concerned individual supported the measure. A concerned
individual opposed the measure. The Of fice of Hawaiian Affairs
and a concerned individual offered comments on the measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Adding the contents of H.B. No. 2725 which relates to
parental custody and visitation rights;

(2) Establishing a rebuttable presumption that the custodial
parent’s decision regarding visitation is in the best
interests of the child when determining noncustodial
parental visitation rights;

(3) Enumerating the various factors that a court shall
consider in awarding parental visitation rights;
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(4) Establishing a rebuttable presumption that joint
parental custody should be awarded under certain
factors;

(5) Changing its effective date to July 1, 2050, for the
purpose of further discussion; and

(6) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Human Services that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2426, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second
Reading in the form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2426, H.D. 1, and
be referred to the Committee on Judiciary.
