The purpose of this measure is to continue to incentivize the
use of electric vehicles and make the existing laws pertaining to
electric vehicles more readily accessible to the general public by
generally codifying the incentives for registration, licensing,
parking, and the operation of electric wvehicles which were
established under Act 290, Sesslon Laws of Hawaii 1997.

The Department of Transportation, the Department of Business,
Economic Development, and Tourism, the Department of Accounting .
and General Services, and the Blue Planet Foundation submitted
testimony in support of this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Establishing a sunset date of December 31, 2019; and

{(2) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for the
purposes of clarity, consistency, and style.

Your Committee notes that the language of this measure may
create confusion as to whether an electric vehicle parked at an
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electric vehicle charging station must be actively charging to be
exempt from payment of parking fees.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Energy & Environmental Protection that 1g attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 2484, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and
recommends that it be referred to the Committee on Finance in the
form attached hereteo as H.B. No. 2484, H.D. 2.
