The purpose of this measure is to appropriate funds to the
Department of Land and Natural Resources for the immediate
protection of priority watershed forest to replenish HawaiiTs
water supplies and provide benefits to Hawaii’s environmental
health.

The Governor; Office of Hawaiian Affairs; Department of Land
and Natural Resources; Honolulu Board of Water Supply; The Trust
for Public Land; Parker Ranch, Inc.; The Nature Conservancy of
Hawai’i; Alexander & Baldwin, Inc.; Sierra Club Hawaii Chapter;
Hawaii Farm Bureau Federation; Coordinating Group on Alien Pest
Species; Land Use Research Foundation of Hawaii; Hawaii’s Thousand
Friends; Conservation Council for Hawaii; and numerous concerned
individuals testified in support of this measure.
