Your Committee on Economic Revitalization & Business, to
which was referred H.B. No. 2582, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO APPEALS TO THE APPELLATE
BOARD,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to improve the efficiency of
the Labor and Industrial Relations Appeals Board of the Department
of Labor and Industrial Relations by:

(1) Allowing the board to establish reasonable fees not to
exceed $30 that can be adjusted by the Director pursuant
to rules, for the filing of written appeals;

(2) Providing for the fees to be waived in certain cases;
and

(3) Establishing the Labor and Industrial Relations Appeals
Board Special Fund.

The Department of Labor and Industrial Relations Appeals
Board, ILWU Local 142, vocational Management Consultants, Inc.,
and an individual testified in support of this measure. An
individual testified in opposition to this measure. An individual
testified in support of this measure with amendments.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Mandating that the Appellate Board give notice of
relevant agency hearings to the appealing party by first
class mail, publication, or any other means provided by
law;

(2) Authorizing the Appellate Board to establish fees for
administrative costs associated with the processing of
workers’ compensation appeals;

(3) Clarifying language concerning the waiving of fees;

(4) Exempting state agencies from filing and administrative
fees; and

(5) Changing the effective date to July 1, 2112, for the
purposes of facilitating further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Economic Revitalization & Business that is attached
to this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of H.B. No. 2582, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and
recommends that it be referred to the Committee on Finance in the
form attached hereto as H.B. No. 2582, H.D. 2.
