Your Committee on Judiciary, to which was referred H.B. No.
2589, H.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO VESSELS,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to clarify responsibility for
the disposing of abandoned vessels within the State. This measure
also amends the description of abandoned vessel.

The Ocean Tourism Coalition supported this bill. The City
and County of Honolulu Department of Customer Services opposed
this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Clarifying that the mayor of each county may act through
a designee;

(2) Requiring the Department of Land and Natural Resources
to provide each county with access to vessel
registration or marine document records;

(3) specifying that a county’s responsibility under the bill
will commence when the Department’ of Land and Natural
Resources provides access to its vessel registration or
marine document records or January 1, 2013, whichever is
earlier; and

(4) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of H.B. No.
2589, H.D. 1, as amended herein, and recommends that it be
referred to the Committee on Finance in the form attached hereto
as H.B. No. 2589, H.D. 2.
