{1} Permits violators to be assessed an administrative fine
plus administrative fees and costs and attorney's fees
and costs;

(2) Mandates that each day of violation shall constitute a
separate offense;

{3) Notes that an action to impose or collect a penalty
herein shall be considered a civil action; and

(4) Mandates that any criminal prosecution or penalty
imposed for a violation of the section or rule pursuant
thereto shall not preclude the imposition of any
administrative fine and costs or attorney’'s fees and
costs.
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The Department of Land and Natural Resources, The Humane
Society of the United States, Kihei Canoe Club, Safe Waters for
Hawaii, Kuliouocu/Kalani Iki Neighborhood Board #2, and many
concerned individuals supported the measure.
