Collaborative Law Act, which authorizes a potential litigant to
enter into an agreement to attempt to resolve the dispute without
using the courts.

The Commission to Promote Uniform Legislation supported the
measure. The Supreme Court Standing Committee on the Rules of
Evidence offered comments on the measure.

Your Committee acknowledges the comments of one testifier who
noted that the lynchpin for this Act is the broad privilege
prohibiting the disclosure of communications developed during the
collaborative process in a subsequent legal proceeding. As a
result, the parties to the process can be more forthcoming in
communications to one another.
