5 entitled:

“HOUSE CONCURRENT RESOLUTION RECOGNIZING THAT THE UNITED

The purpose of this measure is to urge Congress to propose an
amendment to the United States Constitution providing that
corporations are not persons under the laws of the United States
or any of its jurisdictional subdivisions.

The League of Women Voters of Hawaii, Americans for
Democratic Action Hawaii, Common Cause Hawaii, and one concerned
individual testified in support of this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by making technical,
nonsubstantive amendments for clarity, consistency, and style.

Committee concurs with the intent and purpose of H.C.R. No. 5, as
amended herein, and recommends that it be referred to the
Committee on Finance in the form attached hereto as H.C.R. No. 5,
