The purpose of this measure is to permit the mailing of
absentee ballots by the chief election officer or county clerk to
all registered voters residing in areas of less than 500 voters in
lieu of operating polling places for voters in those areas.

The Office of Elections, Office of the County Clerk of the
County of Maui, Office of the County Clerk of the County of Kauai,
Office of the County Clerk of the County of Hawaii, and League of
Women Voters of Hawaii testified in support of this measure.

Your Committee has amended this bill by:

(1) Making the bill effective upon its approval; and

(2) Making a technical, nonsubstantive amendment for
clarity, consistency, and style.
