Your Committee on Tourism, to which was referred 5.3. No.
2114, S.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO THE TRANSIENT ACCO?ThIODATIONS
TAX,”

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to provide for the allocation
of transient accommodations tax revenues to the Convention Center
Enterprise Special Fund on a fiscal year basis, instead of a
calendar year basis.

The Hawaii Tourism Authority and Department of Taxation
testified in support of this measure. The Department of Budget
and Finance and Tax Foundation of Hawaii provided comments.

Your Committee notes and supports the request of the Hawaii
Tourism Authority to retain language in this measure that allows
unexpended and unencumbered funds in excess of any unencumbered
reserve remaining in the Convention Center Enterprise Special Fund
at the end of the 2011-2012 fiscal year to be expended for repair
and maintenance projects of the Hawaii Convention Center, such as
the rooftop terrace maintenance project and painting of the Hawaii
Convention Center.
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As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Tourism that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No;
2114, S.D. 1, and recommends that it pass Second Reading and be
referred to the Committee on Finance.
