The purpose of this measure is to improve the accuracy and
reliability of eyewitness identifications in law enforcement
investigations by, among other things, requiring the
establishment of new eyewitness identification procedures by
each county police department and all state investigative
agencies identified by the Attorney General.

The Office of Hawailan Affairs, Office of the Public
Defender, American Civil Libertiesg Union of Hawaii, Community
Alliance on Prisons, Innocence Project, Hawai‘i Innocence Project,
Ka Lei Maile Alii Hawailan Civic Club, and two concerned
individuals testified in support of this measure. The Department
of the Prosecuting Attorney of the City and County of Honolulu,
Office of the Prosecuting Attorney of the County of Hawaii,
Honolulu Police Department, and Hawaii Police Department testified
in opposition to this measure. The Department of the Attorney
General provided comments.
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Your Committee has amended this measure by extending for a
year, the date by which each county police department and all
state investigative agencies identified by the attorney general
are reguired to adopt procedures for conducting live lineups and
photo lineups.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
2304, S.D. 2, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass
