The purpose of this measure is to amend the schedule for
filing candidate nomination papers to £ill a vacancy on the Board
of Trustees of the Office of Hawaiian Affairs to ensure ballots
are finalized early enough to be printed and mailed to uniformed
and overseas voters no later than 45 days priocr to the election as
mandated by the National Defense Authorization Act for Fiscal Year
2010, P.L. 111-84. This measure also makes a conforming amendment
to lengthen the period when the Board of Trustees or the Governor
may make an appointment to f£fill the vacancy.

The Office of Elections, Election Division of the O0ffice of
the County Clerk of the County of Kauai, Office of the County
Clerk of the County of Maui, the Sovereign Councils of the
Hawaiian Homelands Assembly, Sovereign Mokupuni Councll o Oahu,
Waianae Kal Homestead Community Association, Sovereign Mokupuni
Council O Maui, and the Sovereign Mokupuni Council O Molokai
supported the measure.
