The purpose of this measure is to effectively and responsibly
meet the State’s constitutional obligation to give effect to the
right of native Hawaiians to benefit from the ceded lands trust by
conveying certain public lands in Kakaako, Oahu, to the Office of
Hawaiian Affairs, with respect to their share of the income and
proceeds from the public land trust lands from November 7, 1978,
to June 30, 2012.
