No. 2810, S.D. 1, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO EMPLOYMENT EXEMPTION FOR
DOMESTIC SERVICES AUTHORIZED BY THE DEPARTMENT OF HUMAN
SERVICES,”

The purpose of this measure is to amend the definition of
“employment” under the workers’ compensation law, temporary
disability insurance law, and the Prepaid Health Care Act, by
excluding from the definition, certain domestic services
authorized by the Department of Human Services when performed by
an individual in the employ of a recipient of social service
payments.

The Department of Human Services, Department of Health,
Department of Labor and Industrial Relations, United Self Help,
and an individual testified in support of this measure.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Human Services that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
2810, S.D. 1, and recommends that it pass Second Reading and be
referred to the Committee on Labor & Public Employment.
