Your Committee on Water, Land, & Ocean Resources, to which
was referred 5.3. No. 2918, S.D. 2, entitled:

“A BILL FOR AN ACT RELATING TO COI~fl~IUNITY DEVELOPMENT, IT

begs leave to report as follows:

The purpose of this measure is to assist in the development
of the property surrounding Aloha Stadium by transferring the
management responsibilities and development rights of the Stadium
Authority for certain parcels of land to the Public Land
Development Corporation.

The Ironworkers Stabilization Fund supported the measure.
The Hawaii Building and Construction Trades Council, AFL-CIO,
supported the intent of the measure. The Stadium Authority Board,
Public Land Development Corporation, and the Windward Ahupuaa
Alliance supported the measure with amendments. The Of fice of
Hawaiian Affairs opposed the measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Deleting its contents and inserting language that
establishes the Stadium Facilities Special Fund to be
administered by the Stadium Authority, and that requires
that income generated by Aloha Stadium lands and
facilities be deposited into the Stadium Facilities
Special Fund for stadium purposes; and
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(2) changing its effective date to upon approval.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Water, Land, & Ocean Resources that is attached to
this report, your Committee is in accord with the intent and
purpose of S.B. No. 2918, S.D. 2, as amended herein, and
recommends that it pass Second Reading in the form attached hereto
as 5.3. No. 2918, S.D. 2, H.D. 1, and be referred to the committee
on Finance.
