The purpose of this measure is to appropriate funds for a
grant-in-aid to the Department of the Prosecuting Attorney of the
City and County of Honolulu for the Honolulu Family Justice
Center, including the hiring of necessary staff.

The Office of the Mayor, Department of the Prosecuting
Attorney of the City and County of Honolulu, and a concerned
individual supported the measure.

Your Committee notes that the Department of the Prosecuting
Attorney of the City and County of Honolulu requested $350,000 as
a grant-in-aid for fiscal year 2013 for start-up costs for the
Honolulu Family Justice Center.

Your Committee has amended this measure by changing its
effective date to July 1, 2050, to promote further discussion.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Human Services that is attached to this report, your
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
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2950, S.D. 2, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass
Second Reading in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 2950, S.D.
2, H.D. 1, and be referred to the Cccnimittee on Judiciary.
