The purpose of this measure is to propose an amendment to the.
Hawali State Constitution to authorize the Chief Justice of the
Hawaili Supreme Court to appoint judges who have retired upon
attaining the age of seventy years to serve as per diem judges or
judicial mentors for terms not to exceed three months.

The Judiciary supported this measure. The Office of the
Public Defender commented on this measure.

Your Committee has amended this measure by:

(1) Replacing the term "per diem judges or judicial mentors"
with the term "temporary judges';

(2) Clarifying that each three-month term is perx
appointment; and
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(3) Making technical, nonsubstantive amendments for clarity,
consistency, and style.

Your Committee has added the phrase "per each appointment®” to
demonstrate that this measure anticipates that multiple temporary
judges may be appointed for more than one term. Additionally,

- your Committee notes that "judges"™ as used in this measure isg
contemplated to include "justices"™ as may be applicable.

As affirmed by the record of votes of the members of your
Committee on Judiciary that is attached to this report, vyour
Committee is in accord with the intent and purpose of S.B. No.
650, as amended herein, and recommends that it pass Second Reading
in the form attached hereto as S.B. No. 650, H.D. 1, and be
referred to the Committee on Finance.
