The purpose of this measure is to honor President Grover
Cleveland for his support of the Hawaiian Monarchy and efforts to
preserve the Hawaiian Kingdom, by requesting the:

(1) State of Hawaii, City and County of Honolulu, County of
Maui, County of Kauai, and County of Hawaii to name a
state or county property in his name; and

(2) State Foundation on Culture and the Arts to commission,
purchase, or partner with another entity to create or
obtain a work of art, whether visual or literary, in his
name.
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The State Foundation on Culture and the Arts and the
Association of Hawaiian Civic Clubs supported the measure.

As affirmed by the records of votes of the members of your
Committees on Hawaiian Affairs and Culture & the Arts that are
attached to this report, your Committees concur with the intent
and purpose of S.C.R. No. 109, S.D. 1, and recommend its adoption.
