The purpose of this measure is to support Hawaili's film and

This measure also requests that the plan consider the impacts
to adjacent neighborhoods and solicit community input and examine
the feasibility of expanding the Hawaii Film Studio Diamond Head
campus to accommodate increased production activity.

Your Committees acknowledge the concerns about the impact of
the film studio on the surrounding community. Accordingly, your

Development, and Tourism moves forward with this plan, it should
be certain to obtain and seriocusly consider the input of the
surrounding communities.

In addition, your Committees note that there are concerns
about the adequacy of the facilities at the Hawall Film Studio
Diamond Head campus and suggest that to truly support the
burgeoning film and television industry in the State, a second
large-scale studio is necessary. Should the State be successful
in building a second studio, your Committees propose that the
Diamond Head campus be used for workforce development, which may
be a more appropriate use for the facility given the surrounding
community.

Business that are attached to this report, your Committees concur
with the intent and purpose of S.C.R. No. 36, S.D. 2, and
