Fiscal Implications: Administrative costs are needed to fund the activities of the Interagency Council.
Purpose and Justification: This bill establishes the Hawaii Interagency Council on Homelessness
under the Department of Human Servces for administrative purposes , and is very similar to HB 2542,
which is part of the Governor’s package.

As the Director of Health, I have been a member of the Hawaii Interagency Council on
Homelessness since its beginning. The Council went to work right away, embarking on the process of
developing a plan to eliminate homelessness in Hawaii. Much has been done, and there is still much to
do.

The department has also been an active participant in the Council since ifs inception. The
Deputy Director of Behavioral Health Administration chairs one if its subcommittees. The Adult
Mental Health Division and_ the Alcohol and Drug Addiction Division have seats on the workgroups.

The time has come to do something definitive about homelessness in this state. We do not want
this work to be subject to external forces that might result in becoming distracted by other issues. This

legislation will enable the Council to have the foundation necessary from which to continue its work.

The Office of Hawaiian Affairs (OHA) SUPPORTS HB1735, which would establish the
Hawaii interagency council on homelessness under the department of human services for
administrative purposes.

A considerable number of Native Hawaiians are homeless, and a coordinated effort to
address homelessness in Hawaii will provide the guidance and direction the state needs to
combat this significant issue. Native Hawaiians experience disproportionately high rates of
unsheltered homelessness and make up a significant portion of the population in shelters. A
high percentage of Native Hawaiians also spend a significant amount of their income on
housing costs and must compete for both rental and homeownership opportunities in an
inflated market. OHA has awarded a number of grants to community organizations to help
address the issues that face our homeless population. These grantees include Family Promise,
Catholic Charities of Hawaii, and Kahikolu Hale o Waianae among various other service
providers.

We appreciate the intent of this bill and know that OHA representation at the council
can provide unique insight on the issues and concerns that face our beneficiaries. Traditionally,
when OHA is asked to be part of the membership of a task force or council set forth by the
legislature, it would include the appointment of the OHA Administrator or designee. We
recommend an amendment to Section 3 line 15 to read the “Administrator of the office of
Hawaiians affairs or designee”.

OHA urges the committee to PASS HB1735. Mahalo nui for the opportunity to testify.

TESTIMONY IN SUPPORT OF HB1735 RELATING TO THE HOMELESS

Hawaii Youth Services Network (HYSN), a statewide coalition of youth-serving
organizations, supports HB 1735 Relating to the Homeless and proposes an
amendment to the composition of the Council membership

Runaway, homeless and street youth are an often overlooked segment of the
homeless population and one that has unique needs and challenges. These youth are
separated from their families and are living without adult support and guidance.

Their reasons for living on the streets differ from adults and familjes. Adults and
families commonly become homeless due to loss of employment, income that is
inadequate to afford housing, or chronic mental illness. In contrast, family conflict
is often the primary reason why youth leave home, including relationship
with a stepparent, sexual activity, sexual orientation, pregnancy, school
problems, and alcohol and drug use.

Unaccompanied minors living on the street are at high risk of physical violence and

sexual trafficking. They experience poor nutrition, health problems, and difficulty . -

in attending school. Hawaii Youth Services Network encounters more than 700
runaway, homeless, and street youth annually through its statewide partnership of
street outreach and emergency shelter programs.

For these reasons, Hawaii Youth Services Network recommends that one
member of the Council on Homelessness be experienced in working with
runaway, homeless and street youth to ensure that their needs are addressed.

Thank you for the opportunity to testify on HB 1735, which establishes the Hawaii
Interagency Council on Homelessness. | am Betty Lou Larson, Legislative Liaison at
Catholic Charities Hawaii. Catholic Charities Hawaii supports this bill as an important
step to coordinate the State’s resources to end homelessness.

Homelessness is growing in Hawaii. This complex issue requires greater collaboration
and coordination on strategic initiatives if we are to end homelessness in Hawaii. The
Hawaii Interagency Council on Homelessness would bring together diverse government
entities from both the State and Counties, as well as representatives from the homeless
coalitions (Continuums of Care), faith based organizations, etc. All parts of our
community need to be involved to resolve this sometimes overwhelming social problem.
The Council has already begun its work and is identifying critical strategic goals and
initiatives that would prevent homelessness as weli as ensure that homeless persons
obtain permanent housing and become reintegrated into the community. By
establishing the Council by statute, this will further enhance the Council’s ability to
implement solutions for homelessness and ensure continuity as administrations change.

There is no quick fix to ending homelessness. It requires ongoing effort and
collaboration which the Interagency Council on Homelessness would provide.

We urge the Legislature to ensure that any administrative costs for the Council not
impact on direct service funding to homeless programs. Additional funding would need
fo be appropriated for the expenses of this Council.

- We also suggest that as the bill moves forward, the list of designated members be

coordinated with the current Council, as well as with SB 2804, which lists some different
members for the Council.

Thank you for hearing our testimony in support of HB 1735, and especially for your
concern and your support to end the crisis in homelessness.
